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WRITER. The fourth Gospel was written by the Apostle John (John 21.24). This has been questioned on critical grounds (by 
lower critics). But on the same grounds and with equal scholarship, the early date and Johanean authorship have been maintained.  
This indicated both in the Prologue (1. 1-14) , and in the last verse of the Gospel proper (20.31), and is The incarnation of the eternal 
Word, and the Son of God, Himself God, in Jesus the Chrsit, (1) to reaveal God in the terms of a human live; (2) that as man as 
believed on Him as òthe Christ, the Sone of Godó (20.31) may have eternal life. The prominent words are, òbelievedó and òlife.ó  The 
book is in seven natural divisions:  I. Prologue: The eternal Word incarnate in Jesus the Christ, 1.1-14   II.

The duration of Jesusõ public ministry was approximately 3 ½ years as determined by the number of times that Passover was 
celebrated (John 2:23; 6:4; 11:55). Date of Writing prior to AD 70 as John 5.2 gives no hint of Jesusõ prophecy having been fulfilled. 
History records the fulfilment of that prophecy in the year AD 70. The earliest fragment copy of a few verses of John 18 were 
discovered so far is the the Rylands AD 135 fragment.

WHEN therefore the Lord knew how the 
Pharisees had heard that Jesus made and abaptized 
(immersed) more disciples than John, 2 (though bJesus 
himself did not baptize, but His disciples,) 3 He_left 
cJudea, and departed dagain into Galilee. 4 And He 
eof_necessity_had_to go through fSamaria. 5 Then 
He_came to a city of_Samaria, which_is_called 
gSychar, near_to the parcel_of_land [ground] hthat Jacob 
gave to_his son Joseph.  

Jesus and the Samaritan woman. 
6 Now Jacobõs well was there. Jesus therefore, 
being_wearied iwith his journey, sat kthus on the well: 
and it_was about lthe sixth hour. 7 Then_came a 
woman of Samaria to_draw water: Jesus said to_her, 
Give me to_drink. 8 (For His disciples 
were_gone_away to mthe city to buy food [meat].)

9 Then said the woman of_Samaria to_Him, 
How_is_it that You(s), being a Jew, ask for a drink from 
me, as_I_am a woman of_Samaria? For nthe Jews have 
no dealings_with the Samaritans. 10 Jesus answered 
and said to_her, òIf you(s) knew the gift of_God, and 
who it_is that says to_you(s), Give me to drink; you(s) 
would_have_asked_of H im, and He_would_have 
given you(s) oliving water.ó 11 The woman said 
to_Him, òSir, You(s)_have nothing to_draw_with, and 
the well is deep: from_where then have_you(s) that 
living water? 12 Are You(s) greater than_our father 
Jacob, which gave us the well, and drank of it himself, 
and his sons [children] (Gk: uioi), and his cattle?ó 13 Jesus 
answered and said to_her, òWhoever drinks of this 
water shall_thirst again: 

The indwelling Spirit.

14 but pwhoever drinks of the water that I_shall_give 
him shall never thirst; but the water that 
I_shall_give him shall_be in him a well of_water 
springing_up into ppeverlasting life.ó 15 The woman 
said to Him, òqSir, give me this water, that I_thirst 
not, neither come here to_draw. 16 Jesus said to_her, 
Go, rcall your(s) husband, and come here. 17 The 
woman answered and said, òI_have no husband.ó Jesus 
said to her, òYou(s)_have well said, ôI_have no 
husband:õ 18 for you(s)_have_had five husbands; and 
he_whom you(s) now have is not your(s) husband: 
that you(s)_said tru thful ly.ò 19 The woman said 
to_Him, òSir, I_perceive that You(s) are sa prophet. 
20 Our fathers worshipped in tthis mountain; and you 
say, that in uJerusalem is the place where men ought 
to_worship. 21 Jesus said to_her, òWoman, believe 
me, wthe hour comes, xwhen you_shall neither in this 
mountain, nor_yet at Jerusalem, worship ythe 
Father. 22 You worship zyou_know not what: we 
know what we_worship: afor salvation is of the Jews. 
23 But wthe hour comes, and now is, when the true 
worshippers! shall_worship the Father in bspirit and 
in ctruth: for the Father dseeks such to_worship H im. 
24 eGod is a Spirit: and they_that worship H im must

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27 AND at this point His disciples came, and 
marveled that He talked with the woman: yet no_man 
said, òWhat do you(s) seek? or, Why do you(s) talk with 
her?ó  

28 THE woman then left her waterpot, and 
went_her_way into the city, and said to_the men, 
29 òCome, see a man, kwho told me all_things that I 
ever did: lis not this the Christ?ó 30 Then they_went 
out of the city, and came to Him.  

31 IN the meantime His disciples urged [prayed] Him,

36 And he_that reaps receives xwages, and 
gathers fruit to life eternal: that both yhe_that sows 
and zhe_that reaps may_rejoice together. 37 And 
herein is that saying true, ôaOne sows, and another 
reaps.õ 38 I sent zyou to_reap bthat_on_which you 
bestowed no labour: other men laboured, and cyou 
have_entered into their labours.ó 

Jesus and the Samaritans. 
39 AND many of_the Samaritans of dthat city 

believed on Him because_of the Words of_the woman, 
which testified, òeHe told me all that ever I did.ó 40 So 
when the Samaritans came to Him, they requested_of 
[besought] Him that_He_would_fstay [tarry] with them: and 
He_fremained [abode] there two days. 41 And many more 
believed because_of His own word; 42 and said to_the 
woman, òNow we_believe, not because_of your(s) 
telling us: for we have heard Him ourselves, and know 
that this is indeed the Christ, gthe Saviour of_the 
world.ó 

43 NOW after htwo days He_departed from_there, 
and iwent into Galilee. 44 For Jesus Himself testified, 
jthat a prophet has no honour in his_own country. 
45 Then when He_came into Galilee, the Galileans 
kreceived Him, lhaving_seen all_the_things that He_did 
at Jerusalem at the feast: mfor they also went to the 
feast.

The noblemanõs son healed. 
46 SO Jesus came again into nCana of_Galilee, 

owhere He_made the water wine. And there_was a 
certain ||nobleman, whose son was_sick at 
pCapernaum.47 When he heard that Jesus had_come 
qout_of Judea into Galilee, he_went to Him, and 
requested_of Him that He_would_rcome_down, and 
heal his son: for he_was_at_the_point of_death. 
48 Then Jesus said to him, òsExcept you_see tsigns and 
twonders, you_will not believe.ó 49 The nobleman said 
to Him, òSir, rcome_down ubefore [ere] my child dies.ó 
50 Jesus said to him, òGo_your(s)_way; your(s) son 
lives.ó And the man believed the Word that Jesus 
had_spoken to_him, and he_went_his_way. 51 And 
as_he was now rgoing_down, his servants met him, 
and told him, saying, òYour(s) son lives.ó 52 Then he 
inquired of them the hour when he_began to_get_well 
[amend]. And they_said to_him, òYesterday 
at_xthe_seventh hour the fever left him.ó 53 So the 
father knew that it was at the_same hour, in_which 
Jesus had said to_him, òYour(s) son lives:ó and he 
believed, and his whole house_hold. 54 yThis is again 
the second miracle that Jesus did, when He came qout 
of Judea into Galilee. 

 

CHAPTER 5. 

The feast (Pentecost?): the pool of Bethesda, and 
healing 

*AFTER this there_was aa feast of_the Jews; and 
Jesus bwent_up to Jerusalem. 2 Now there_is at 
Jerusalem by the sheep ||market a pool, which is_called 
bbin_the_Hebrew_tongue Bethesda, having five 
porches.3 In these lay a great multitude 
of_infirmed_folk [impotent], of_blind, lame [halt], and 
1cwithered, waiting_for the moving of_the water. 4 For 
ccan angel went_down at_a_certain season into the 
pool, and troubled the water: whoever then first after 
the troubling of_the water stepped_in, was made 
whole (well) of whatever disease he_had. 5 And a certain 
man was there, which_had an infirmity for 
thirty _eight years. 6 When Jesus saw him lie, and 
knew that he_had_been there now a long time, 
He_said to him, òWill _you(s) be made_whole?ó 7 The 
infirmed_man [impotent] answered him, òSir, I_have no 
man, when the water is_troubled, to put me into the 
pool: but while I am_coming, another steps_down

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bed, and walk.ó 9 And immediately the man was made 
whole, and took_up his bed, and walked: and on that 
[the_same] day ewas the Sabbath. 10 fThe Jews therefore 
said to_him that was_cured, òIt _is the Sabbath day: 
git_is not lawful for_you(s) to_carry your(s) bed.ó 
11 He_answered them, òHe_that made me whole, He 
[the_same] said to_me, òTake_up your(s) bed, and walk.ó 
12 Then they_asked him, òWhat man is that_which 
said to_you(s), Take_up your(s) bed, and walk?ó 13 And 
he_that was_healed knew [wist] not who it_was: for 
Jesus had_withdrawn, ||a multitude being in that 
place.14 Afterward Jesus found him in the temple, and 
said to_him, òBehold, you(s)_are_made whole: hsin 
no_more, ilest a worse thing come to_you(s).ó 15 The 
man departed, and told fthe Jews that it_was Jesus, 
which had_made him whole.  

16 AND therefore fthe Jews persecuted Jesus, and 
nsought to_slay Him, because jHe had_done 
these_things on the Sabbath day. 17 But Jesus 
kanswered them, òMy Father works luntil _now 
[hitherto], mand I work.ó 18 Therefore fthe Jews nsought all 
the_more to_kill Him, because He not only 
jhad_broken the Sabbath, but He also osaid that God 
was pHis Father, qmaking Himself equal with_God. 
19 Then Jesus kanswered and said to_them, òTruly, 
Truly, I_say to_you, The Son can do nothing rof 
H imself, but what He_sees the Father do: for 
whatever H e does, these the Son also does likewise.

sat_down, in_number about five thousand. 11 And 
Jesus took the loaves; and when_ He_ had_ qgiven_ 
thanks, He_distributed to_ the disciples, and the 
disciples to_them_that were_set_down; and likewise 
of nthe fishes as_much_as they_would. 12 When 
they_were_full [filled], He said to His disciples, 
òGather_up the fragments that_remain, that nothing 
be_lost.ó 13 Therefore they_gathered_them_together, 
and filled twelve rbaskets with_the_fragments of the 
five barley loaves, which remained_over_and_above 
to_them that_had_eaten.

2 Now the Jewsõ dfeast of 
tabernacles was at_hand. 3 eHis brethren therefore 
said to him, òDepart from_here [hence], and go into 
Judea, that fyour(s) disciples also may_see the works 
that you(s)_do.
